Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What do you think of when you hear the words—wild animal?  (Take responses.)  Today we will be reading a book that explains the difference between animals that are pets and animals that are wild.  Do you think this book is fiction or nonfiction?  (Take a picture walk through the book pointing out the nonfiction text features—Table of Contents, photographs, labels on photographs, glossary.)  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary – jaguar, pg. 2 / Siamese, pg.3 / coyote, pg. 6 / poodle – pg. 9
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)  Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story – The coyote hunts for his own food, but who feeds the poodle?  Why does the eagle need a big, sharp beak?  Look at the pictures on page 14 and 15.  Discuss the questions on page 14.  (Decide which ones are wild – have students explain the reasoning behind their answers.)
· Return to Teaching Point – How did the text features help you understand what you were reading?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences (see questions above), visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)  How are eagle’s nests and chicken’s nests alike?  How are they different?
