Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This book is about a surprise birthday party for Maya. What activities do you think they will do? Let’s look through the book to see how the party is going. Jasmine, who is Maya’s best friend, tried to make all the food blue. Do you think that it worked? Let’s read to find out if the blue food worked.   
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  frosting (p. 2) surprise (p.6) whispered (p.11) 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

  Readers think about (infer) the problem and the solution in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)
