Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a story about a Mr. Magee who takes his dog Dee and camps in his camping trailer.  While they are camping, they roast marshmallows over the fire.  Someone else discovers the marshmallows by smelling them and he wants a treat, too.  Read to find out who wants the marshmallows and what happens when he sees the marshmallows.  Then, find out what happens to Mr. Magee, Dee, and the camping trailer.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary   (p. 12) embers, (p.15)shimmying, (p.29) dismay
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)
Readers think about the story and predict what might happen next.  As you read think about what happens to Mr. Magee and Dee and the camping trailer.  Predict what you think will happen next as you read.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me about the story…

Who also wanted the marshmallows?
What happened?  Then what happened?
Who helped them?  Was the bear trying to help?  What was the bear really trying to do?
How did Mr. Magee feel about camping now?  How do you know?

Did you make any self-to-text connections in this story?

· Return to Teaching Point    Were your predictions correct?  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time you went camping.  If a child has not been camping, then they could write about a time they might have had a campfire.  Or, they could write about what happened to Mr. Magee.
