Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Let’s think back to when we had our school pictures taken. A photographer came to school with several pieces of equipment.  Several weeks later, you received pictures to take home and share with your family.  Pictures can be used for enjoyment at home, but they can also be used to sell products in magazine advertisements.  Advertisers ask photographers to take pictures for them and then they choose pictures to sell to magazines.  In this story, a little girl has her picture taken by a photographer.  Her Aunt Sal works in advertising.  The girl’s picture was chosen for the magazine and she was able to go to a real photo shoot. Her picture was in a magazine and on a billboard. As you read today, I want you to notice all of the jobs that people have on the photo shoot.  Think about a job you would like to have and a question that you would like to ask one of the characters in the book.  

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary advertising(2), decide (4), arrange (5), billboard (16)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support) Readers read part of the story in their head.  Also, readers think about characters as they read.  Today, as you read, think about the jobs that the characters in the story have.  Which job looks interesting to you?


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

I’m wondering if anything surprised you about this story….

Did you realize how many people are involved in a photo shoot?  

How would you feel if you were the little girl in the book?

Is there a job that you found interesting in the story?

· Return to Teaching Point

Remember that Readers think about characters as they read.  Which character had a job that you liked?  

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance:  Tell your neighbor two questions you would like to ask a character in the book about his/her job.  

Writing Connection:  (5 min.):  Write about what you want to be when you grow up.
