Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

2. What was Bisa afraid of?

3. What happened to Pam that made Bisa have to overcome her fear?

4. What do you think will happen next time Bisa gets on a horse?
