Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual) 
· Begin by introducing the title and explaining that this is a nonfiction book.  Show students that the pictures are actually pictures and not illustrations. Explain that nonfiction books are true and that this book is full of facts about BMX racing. 

· Take students on a text feature hunt.  Write the different text features on a white board and have the students write them in their journal to reference back to. 

· Explain every text feature and why it’s included in the book. (table of contents, pictures and captions, diagrams, glossary, pronunciation guide, read more, internet sites, index)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  pedals (6) motocross (6) streaks (9) medal (9)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Reader’s use text features to help them understand nonfiction texts. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.) – Pages 4-9  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story
· What do racers use to get them moving faster?

· When a racer wins, what do they receive?

· What else did you learn about BMX racing?

· Return to Teaching Point:  Reader’s use text features to help them understand nonfiction.  Review the features together and have students work on their writing prompt. 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What are racing bikes made for?
-What are they made out of?

-Why are the tires important on a racing bike?

- What are clipless pedals?

- Why do you think racers need a number plate on their bike?

- How do racers make it to the semifinals?

-If you could race BMX bikes would you? Why or why not?

· Return to Teaching Point:  Reader’s use test features to help them understand nonfiction.  Review the features together and have students work on their writing prompt. 

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
