Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


· After Reading: (5-7 min.)    Discuss the story

SUMMARIZING:    What was the beginning-middle-end of the story?  How can you tell the story in only a few
 sentences? How did Froggy’s father and mother behave/feel when they saw Froggy marching   

 in the parade?  How would your parents behave/feel if you were marching in a parade?  How  

 did Froggy react when Frogilina gave him a big juicy kiss on the cheek?  Do you think the  

 kiss was the BIG PRIZE?  What do you think Froggy will do with the trophy?

      VISUALIZING:        Reread page 12.  Use visualizing what could happen if you don’t look left or right.

      SYNTHESIZING:    What was your favorite part of this story?  Which part made you laugh? 
ONOMATOPOEIA: This story uses onomatopoeia.  Onomatopoeia is a word that imitates a sound.

JOKE:

      Point out and discuss the joke on page 7.   (phone – saxophone)
EXPRESSION:          Let’s practice reading with expression.  Turn to page 6.

· Return to Teaching Point:
Did you think about the main character, Froggy, as you were reading today?  What qualities does Froggy show in this story?  Froggy has the quality of perseverance.  Froggy can follow directions.  Froggy has a good sense of humor.
