Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

She makes Danny and Pickles go outside to play.  They are very bored because they can’t find anything to do.  What do you think Danny and Pickles will do?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  costumes, scenery
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)
*Readers predict what might happen next in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

* What things do Danny and Pickles try to do outside?
· Return to Teaching Point 
*  Was your earlier prediction correct?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
