Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

-Harry the Hug Monster has a home in a new town, but he still has no job and no one to hug.  Without a hug, Harry will fade away to nothing.  Harry is fading fast, so he has to figure out a way to solve his problem.  Let’s look at the list of characters and Table of Contents for this story.  What do you notice about all three characters?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: meter p. 6, dull p. 7, fade p. 7, stingy p.8,  reflection p. 9, wincing p. 11
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers sequence important events in a story.  Pay attention to the order in which important events take place.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Why was Harry so blue?  Does the author just mean the color blue?

-Do Harry’s new scooter, toaster, and toothbrush make him happy?  Why?
-What does Harry need to stay happy? 
-What happens to Hug Monsters if they turn white? 

-Explain what happens to the Hug Monsters coloring with their feelings.

-What was Harry’s main problem?  Why hadn’t he had a hug in so long?

-What does Harry do to try to solve his problem?

-What happened when Harry tried to get a hug from the purple monster in line?

· Return to Teaching Point: Let’s sequence the major events in chapters 1 and 2.  What happened first, next, then, and last?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

*Good readers use sequencing to summarize the important events in a story.
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

-Yesterday we were introduced to Harry the Hug Monster who’s color was fading because he hadn’t had a hug in a long time.  What did he to do try to solve his problem? Did it work?  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: desperate p. 14, proper p. 14, feebly p. 16, donate p. 17,  limped p. 18 , donor p. 21
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers sequence important events in a story.  Pay attention to the order in which important events take place.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Why was Harry so desperate?  What was happening to him?
-What can you infer happened when Harry tried to hug the dog?  (look at the picture)

-How is hugging objects different than hugging people?

-What happened when Harry was sitting in the gutter?

-Why did the sign draw Harry’s attention?  How did Harry misunderstand the hug?
-The first nurse misunderstood why Harry was there. Why does she think he is there?

-Why did the head nurse turn bright red when Harry told her why he was there? (think back to 1st chapter)

-Who did the nurse take Harry to?  Why do you think she took him there?

-What does “The little monster’s eyes lit up like lanterns” mean?

-What happened to Harry as he hugs the children?  Why?
· Return to Teaching Point: Let’s sequence the major events in chapters 3 and 4.  What happened first, next, then, and last?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

*Good readers use sequencing to summarize the important events in a story.  We also made some inferences in these chapters.  How does that help us as readers?

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What does Harry decide to do after he got a job at the hospital?

-Why was Harry so happy now?

-How do you know the retired monsters enjoyed seeing Harry so much?

-How lesson can we learn from this story?

-What do you learn from the glossary? What is added to the glossary to help us?

-What is the purpose of the narrative at the end? 

-What does resolution mean?

-Discuss the adjectives on p. 31.  Read the adjectives and talk about what nouns they describe.

· Return to Teaching Point: Let’s sequence the major events in chapters 1 and 2.  What happened first, next, then, and last?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
