Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This book is all about Penguins.  (Generate a list of facts students already know about penguins.)  Let’s read to see if any of the facts we listed are mentioned in the book.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  through (6), waterproof (6), excellent (9), surface (9), krill (10, squid (10), spiny tongue (13), emperor (14)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use conventions of nonfiction to help them understand what they’re reading.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Were there penguin facts confirmed in the text?  Go back to the text to show where that fact was found.

Discuss the most important information in each chapter.  What does the author really want us to know?
