Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)



In our story, a puppy comes to a strangers’ house and scratches at their door.  The girls that live in the home wanted a puppy.  How wonderful that a puppy came to their door.  Should this family keep this puppy?  What should they do?  What would you do?  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  shivering (p 4), disappeared (p 10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

· Readers think about the characters as they read
· Readers predict what might happen next in the story

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)
· What did the family do after they puppy arrived at their door?

· Is Mrs. Hope a nice pet owner?  Why do you think so?
· Why does Mrs. Hope want to take her puppy to Puppy School? 

· What would the puppy learn from Puppy School?

· What else could the family do?
