Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Begin by introducing the title and talking about what makes this book a nonfiction book.   Nonfiction books are true and factual.  This book is full of facts about snowboarding.  Look at the cover.  What do you notice? 

      Let students take a picture walk and talk about what they are noticing.  Have them list all of the text        features.          
      You can write the features on a white board or have them write it in their journal.  They need to be able to refer back to the list.  Talk about each text feature and why it is included in the text.  
      What questions do you have about snowboarding that you hope to learn about?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  glides (4)   Olympic (8)  fiberglass (10)  slalom pole (17) 
Intentional Teaching Point: Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point:  Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.

Have students finish and share writings from yesterday as a way to review what they have read so far.

Review the text features and why they are included in the story.
