Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Today we are going to read a book called The Perfect Pie. Have you ever helped your parents cook something? Did anything go wrong when they were trying to help? Today we will read about a boy named Donald and his dad. Donald needs a pie for the school bake sale. After reading, we will focus on main idea. The title of the book can provide the main idea for the whole story.  
The main idea is what the story or paragraph is all about.

Readers think about the characters as they read. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Discuss story elements: characters, setting, problem, solution
The main idea is what the text/page/book is all about. What is the main on page 4. (Dad needed ingredients for the pie.) Where is a main idea, it’s supported by details (sentences).What are details that support the main idea on this page? They bought flour for the crust and strawberries…He and Donald ran to the store….
