Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

How do you feel during a thunderstorm? Discuss some things that are happening during a thunderstorm. Discuss things like thunder, lightning, rain, clouds. Read the definitions to the words in the glossary and have students see if they know the words. Write down a list of words they can choose from. Look at page 7. Discuss the word in parentheses and how this can help readers to read a difficult/tricky word.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary-water vapor (7), static electricity (12), types of lightning-zigzag, ribbon, ball, sheet (15), other types of lightning- blue jets, sprites, elves (18)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

*Readers slow down to figure out new words.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

*Readers slow down to figure out new words.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

*There was a lot of information that the author shared with us about thunder and lightning. What information do you think was the most important?
*What did you learn about lightning?
*What did you learn about thunder?
