What do you think (infer) the solution to the lawn not looking good is going to be?  

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  boys name (Imran)  fertilizer (9)  
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support):  Readers predict what might happen next in the story

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

When Imran starts working on the present, what happens at first?  

What were the steps he had to take to start working on the project?

Besides his mom, who else helped Imran?

· Return to Teaching Point:  What do you think will happen once Imran plants the seed in the yard?  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

What is something special you could do for a family member?  What are the steps you would need to make it happen?  Make a list of the steps.

· Return to Teaching Point:  What were some of the problems that Imran ran into when he was planting the seed?  What was the solution?  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
