Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is an expository text about humpback whales.  This is a nonfiction book with a great variety of text features.  As you read, look for the different text features that we have studied.  What are some things you might be wondering about humpback whales?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary   (p. 9) surface, (p.14) bristles, (p.16) migrate
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)
Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.  Use the text features to help you understand more about humpback whales.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me about the book…

What are some of the features that you found?
What did you learn about humpback whales?
Talk about migration.  Tell me about their size.  Talk about how they breathe.  Tell about their eating habits.  Tell about where they live.  Tell about how they got their name.  

What is something new that you learned today about humpback whales?
