Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual) What do you think of when you hear the word detective?  Do you know what a detective does? (Give time for answers and suggestions.)   A detective uses clues to solve mysteries.  We will be reading today about a boy named Jeffrey Bones, a boy who solves mysteries.  Look at the front cover.  Can you make a prediction about what type of mystery Jeffrey will try to solve in this story?  Pictures can help us make predictions about what will happen in the story.  Good readers make predictions as they read.  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary – pg. 6 – icing/ pg.10 – detective  / pg. 12 – envelope / pg. 15 - eyeglasses
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support) –  Readers predict what might happen next in the story.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Bones solved a problem in Chapter 1.  What was the problem, and what was the solution?  Do you think Bones thought the gift for Grandpa was a great gift?  Why or why not?  
· Return to Teaching Point - Stop at the end of Chapter 2.  What do you think will happen?  Where do you think Jeffrey put Grandpa’s gift?  Make a prediction using clues from the story.  

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance, making predictions
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)  Would you like to be a detective?  Why or why not?   What do you need to be a good detective?  (For example, what kind of character qualities does a good detective have?  Does a detective need tools or supplies?

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)  What kind of predictions did you make at the end of Chapter 2?  What do you think happened to Grandpa’s gift?  What do you think Jeffrey might do to find the gift?  Where would you look first?  Continue to make predictions as you read the next few chapters.  

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary – pg. 20 – President Lincoln / pg. 22 – whispered 

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)  Readers make predictions about what might happen in a story.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What is the problem at the beginning of Chapter 3?  (Grandpa’s card was missing.)  What clues did Jeffrey use to solve the mystery?  Where did he find the card?  How had it gotten there?  What was the gift?  The last sentence in the story says, “Even before he gave me a piece, I knew I would love that, too.”  How did Jeffrey know that he would love the cake?  (He took a little piece of the cake at the beginning of the story.)  Do you think Jeffrey is a good detective?  Why or why not?

· Return to Teaching Point – Were any of your predictions correct?  How did making predictions help you understand the story?  

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance, making predictions
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)  Write about what you think will happen when Jeffrey and his grandpa go to the circus.
