Day 1- Introduction / Chapter 1

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: Begin by having a discussion about what it means to interrupt.  Have students share their thinking or examples they have.  This story is about a little boy named Jeff.  Everyone in Jeff’s family loves to talk, especially Uncle Hector.  Jeff loves to talk too, and has a bad habit of interrupting.  After promising his Dad not to interrupt, Jeff fights the urge to do so, even though he desperately wants to tell his uncle there’s something in his salad! 
· Turn to page 4-5 and introduce the characters included in the story. Then turn to page 30-31 and read about the author and illustrator.  Finally, take a look at the glossary; make sure students know that a glossary is similar to a dictionary.  It gives definitions of difficult words that will be found in the story.  Encourage the students to use the glossary if they come across a word they are not familiar with. 

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  (Chapter 1) : interrupt (8) video chatting (10) internet (10) marvelous (10) toffee (10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  Reader’s think about (infer) the lesson the author may be trying to teach them.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       What might Jeff learn in this story?  What can the reader learn?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

· Why do you think this chapter is titled “Talk, Talk, Talk”? 
· What does Jeff think his mom needs to know while she is on the phone?

· What does Jeff think his sister needs to know while she is video chatting?

· Return to Teaching Point: What lesson do you think Jeff will end up learning?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: Review chapter 1 from yesterday. Today, Jeff continues to interrupt his family members, but promises his dad he will not interrupt Uncle Hector when he comes to visit.  Uncle Hector likes to talk more than anyone in his family.  Will Jeff keep his promise to his dad, even when he has something VERY important to share?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: clippings (13) disappeared (13) sofa (17) boring (18) traffic lights (18) 

firmly (18) delicious (21) helping (22)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  Reader’s predict what might happen next in the story. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Will Jeff interrupt Uncle Hector?  Will he remind himself to not interrupt again because he told his dad he wouldn’t? 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

· Who is Jeff’s dad talking to when Jeff interrupts him? 

· Why do you think it will be hard for Jeff not to interrupt Uncle Hector during dinner?

· Why does Jeff keep telling himself not to interrupt Uncle Hector?

· What are some things Jeff wants to tell Uncle Hector but doesn’t? 

· Return to Teaching Point: What do you think Jeff is going to do?  What prediction can you make?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write a prediction about what you think will happen next.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: Review chapters 2 and 3 from yesterday. When the family sits down for dinner, Jeff does his best at remembering not to interrupt.  He chooses to listen to his parents and not interrupt his uncle while he was sharing, which ends up being a very gross mistake! 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: slug (27) pale (28) 

· Suggested Teaching Point:  Reader’s think about (infer) what lesson the author may be trying to teach them? 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       What lesson does Jeff learn?  What lesson can we learn as readers? 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What do Dad, Mom, and Kelly all tell Jeff?

-Does Jeff listen to them?

-Why do you think Jeff says that what he wanted to say to Uncle Hector isn’t important? 

- Do you think telling Uncle Hector about the slug would be a good reason to interrupt?  

· Return to Teaching Point: After not telling Uncle Hector about the slug, what lesson did Jeff learn?  What lesson can we learn?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Do you think there are good reasons to interrupt?  Why are why not?  What would some good reasons be? What would some bad reasons be?
