Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have you ever rescued a stray or injured animal? In this story a little girl rescues an injured bird and nurses it back to health. You will read about how she prepares a special place for the bird to live in. Let’s look at pages 2-7. What do you notice is happening? What do you think the second half of the story will be about? 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary dropper (5) chirping (6) neighbor (9)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the characters as they read. Today as you read, think about the little girl in the story. Think about how she is feeling throughout the story and what she learns. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Let’s talk about what you learned as you read today….
Let’s talk about how the girl helped the bird
Why did the girl give the bird a mirror?

How did Sunshine get out?
What did the girl do to get Sunshine to come back?

What happened in the end of the story? 

· Return to Teaching Point: Let’s talk about the little girl in the story. How did she feel? 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance: Turn to page 10. What does mom mean when she says-“If you love something, you should let it be free.”
