Why is chapter 3 titled “Dream Dog?”
What happens? Does Mr. Putter get Zeke to behave well and how?  What were some of the surprises?
How does the chapter end?

Do you think Mrs. Teaberry will ever know how Zeke really behaved?

· Return to Teaching Point: Were your predictions correct?

Writing Connection: (5 min.)
