Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

We’re going to be reading a book about Nate the Great.  This one is about the lost list.  Nate is a detective.  Do you know what that means to be a detective?  What does a detective do?  That’s right.  A detective tries to find answers to questions and uses those pieces of information to solve a problem.  So Nate, the detective, is doing to try to answer questions or find clues as to where this lost list might be.  It’s Nate’s friend Claude who has lost the list.  The list happens to be a grocery list.  If Claude has lost a grocery list, what are some of the things that might be on that list?  Well, Nate is going to try a couple of different things to try and find this list.  First, he’s going to draw a map and try and go back the way that Claude came.  We might call that retracing his steps.  Let’s take a look at the map Nate drew. (Look at pages 12 and 13 at both the map and the note Nate left for him mom.  Students may not know how to read the cursive writing, so you may need to read that to them).  Let’s read and find how Nate’s first attempt to find the list is successful.  As you read today, I want you to be thinking about the problem in the story (the list is lost) and what the solution might be.  We will see if you can find this list before Nate does. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p7 vacation, Sludge, Claude, p8 grocery, p9 remember, p12-13 discuss the map and the note to mom, p16 Rosamond, disappeared
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers think about (infer) the problem and the solution in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

So let’s review.  What is the problem in the story?  What solutions has Nate tried so far? (map, retracing Claude’s steps, letting the map blow in the wind because the list may have blown the same direction)
· Discussion Questions

-Do you think Nate is used on taking on cases for Claude…does it often?  What makes you think that?
-As we left off, what is Nate going to do?  What is Claude going to do?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

What are you predicting Nate will find when he goes to Rosamond’s house?

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

So what did we read about yesterday?  Tell me about the case that Nate is trying to solve.  What was Nate’s first step? Second? Third?  What was happening when we left off in our reading yesterday?  Well, today, we’re going to be reading about Rosamond and her house.  What did you predict that Nate would find in Rosamond’s house?  When Nate first arrives, Rosamond is making pancakes and Nate has some.  These aren’t your typical pancakes.  I wonder if this will be another clue to finding the lost list.  As readers today, keep the problem in mind and what Nate is trying to do to solve the problem.  Let’s see if we find the list in our reading today!

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p18 terrific, p20 recipe, p21 fishier, p26 answer
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)

Readers think about (infer) the problem and the solution in the story.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

So let’s review.  What is the problem in the story?  What solutions has Nate tried so far? (saw Annie and Fang outside with something in Fang’s mouth…thought it was the list)

· Discussion Questions

-Let’s go back to page 18.  Describe how Rosamond looked.  Why did she look this way?  In what way did her cats look similar to her?  
-What was unusual about how the pancakes tasted?  Do you think this information is significant?  What makes you think that?

-After eating the fishy pancakes that Rosamond was making for her cat pancake party, what was the next clue?

-Explain this business Nate talks about on page 26 about keeping anybody with sharp teeth happy.  What is he talking about?  Why would it be important to keep Fang happy?

-What was his plan for getting the paper out of Fang’s mouth?  Was this successful?  Did Nate find what he was expecting to find?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about what you think Nate was thinking when he saw that the paper from Fang’s mouth was actually the map.  What do you think Nate is going to do now?

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Let’s recap what we’re read so far.  In our reading yesterday, Nate went to visit Rosamond.  What did he find out while visiting with her?  While at her house, a new clue came.  What was that new clue?  What was the problem with putting his hands on that clue?  How did he solve that problem?  Did Nate find what he expected?  What did you predict Nate was going to do next?  For part of our reading today, we’re going to see that Nate is kind of stumped or stuck on this problem.  He really has to think about this problem.  Do you think you know where Claude’s list is?  What makes you think that?  As you read today, I want you to be thinking about the problem in the story (the list is lost) and what the solution might be.  We will see if you can find this list before Nate does. 

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p32 remember, p34 thought, p37 directions
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)

Readers think about (infer) the problem and the solution in the story.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

So let’s review.  What is the problem in the story?  What solutions has Nate tried so far? (lots of thinking)

· Discussion Questions

-How were Nate’s pancakes different from Rosamond’s pancakes?  
-Let’s take a look at the items we know were on Claude’s grocery list.  Now let’s look at the list of things that Nate mixed in his pancakes.  What do you notice is the same?  What is different?  Hmmm.  I wonder if that is significant information.  

-Nate felt like he HAD to get back over to Rosamond’s house.  Why was that so important?  Why do you think he needed to go back to her house?  

-What are you predicting Nate is going to tell Rosamond?  What do you think was the final clue?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about where you think Claude’s list is.  What clues helped you to come to that conclusion?

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

So what clues do we have so far as to the location of this list? What was happening in the story yesterday when we left off?  When we stopped reading, Nate was about to tell Rosamond something.  What do you think he’s going to tell Rosamond?  Today, in our reading, the mystery will be solved.  Nate will crake this case and find the lost list.  Where do you think the list is?  What makes you think that?  Let’s find out how Nate put this all together.  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p45 eleven o’clock, 
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)

Readers think about (infer) the problem and the solution in the story.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

How did Nate finally put the clues together to solve the problem of the lost list?
· Discussion Questions

-What did Rosamond think when she read the grocery list?  
-Nate thought the paper in Fang’s mouth was what?

-What finally made the connection for Nate that the list was with Rosamond?

-What did Nate do once he had the list?

-Do you think Nate was surprised the Claude was late?  What makes you think that?

-What did Nate the Great have to do at the end of the story that was so important?

-This book took us several days to read.  Do we have a way of knowing how long it took Nate to solve the case?  How can we tell?  Did this whole story take place in the same day?  How do we know?  Are there clues to the actual times that certain events happened?  Let’s see if we can put that together.

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Do you think Nate the Great is a good detective?  Why or why not?  What makes you think that?  Use evidence from the story to support your answer.
