Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart) Readers compare and contrast while reading.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point : What animals were you able to compare? What animals were you able to contrast? 
· Discussion Questions: Support your answers with details from the text.

Compare the pictures on pages 2-3 and pages 8-9.  What are the differences between the two types of pictures? 

Make an inference.  How do you think sailfish got its name? 

What was the main idea of this book?
