Guided Reading Lesson Plan (Levels A-L)


Title: Rocky and Daisy Get Trained    Level:  K   ISBN:  978-1-4343-6116-8  Publisher:  Stone Arch Books 
Teaching Point: Readers think about the characters as they read.  They make predictions based on what they know.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a book in the Daisy and Rocky series.  Show 1 book and discuss the title and picture on the cover.  Talk about what the word trained means.  Add train, trained, trainer to word work box.  What words could describe how Owen might be feeling in the photo on the cover?  What words could describe the white and black dog Rocky?  What words could describe Daisy curled up on the chair?  Getting to know, and thinking about the characters, helps you understand and make predictions about the story.
Read each 2 page spread  up to p. 13 and discuss the 2 pages as a group before turning a page and reading ahead.

After p. 13, Summarize what the problem is.  Describe mom’s plan.

Write a prediction describing what you think might happen as the story continues.

Have kids whisper read the remainder of the story to learn how the characters react in different situations.  They will determine if their predictions matched what the author decided to write.

· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers think about the characters as they read.  They make predictions based on what they know.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)
· Return to Teaching Point
Reread your prediction.  Does it match what Melinda Crow decided to write about?
When the author describes Rocky and Daisy, does it match we learned on p. 4-5?

p. 8-9  Compare Rocky’s behavior to the description.  Does it surprise you, or is it the kind of behavior you’d predict?
How did the author’s descriptions and details in the story help you form your predictions?
On p. 14-15, compare/contrast both dogs’ behavior.  Does their behavior match the picture in our heads?
· Discussion Questions
p. 18-19   What 3 commands does the trainer, Miss Grace, teach the dogs first?  (model how to use the commas to understand each of the 3 commands)
Describe what the dog owners did to train their pet to sit.  (first, next… then or finally)

Explain what happens when Daisy is given the command to stay.

Describe how Daisy’s actions contrast to what Rocky did when he was supposed to stay.         p. 26-27

Explain why Miss Grace gave the dogs homework.  How will homework help the dogs?  How does practice help all of us?
What did the dogs enjoy the most about dog school?

Do you think Rocky and Daisy will be more pleasant pets in the future?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Draw a picture of Rocky or Daisy then write a description of the dog.

Summarize the actions of your favorite dog in the story.  Use sequence words like first, next, then and finally.
