Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What do you know about fishing?  What kinds of things do you need to be able to go fishing?  
Matt and Kelly have gone fishing.  Matt gets a little upset after Kelly catches a fish.  He wants to catch a bigger fish than Kelly, but he doesn’t know how to do that.  He asks his Dad for advice and his Dad tells him that he needs to fish in the center of the lake, but they don’t have a boat.  How do you think Matt could get to the center of the lake if he doesn’t have a boat?  Let’s read to see if you’re right.

1. How do you think Matt feels after he sees that Kelly ahs caught a fish?

2. How do you know this (what part of the story tells you this?)  

3. Have you ever been fishing and caught a really big fish?

4. How did that make you feel?

5. Next time Matt decides to go out into the center of the lake, what do you think he’ll do?
