Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Talk about fairy tales and specific characteristics that you’ll find in a fairy tale. Talk about the words the author uses to begin and end a fairy tale. 
Text differences: green text (sounds the frog makes) (14, 16, 21); big and bold text (when the frog calls the princess) (16, 21)
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary- court (14), sup (16) (no pg. #’s in the book)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

*Readers predict what might happen next in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

*Readers predict what might happen next in the story.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

*What happened to the princess’ ball?
*How did she get it back?

*Why do you think the princess did not want to do what the frog asked?

*Who encouraged her to keep her promise to the frog?

*What happened to the frog when the princess threw it against the wall?

Write your own fairy tale beginning with “Once upon a time…” and ending with “and they lived happily ever after.”
