Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

The mouse deer in this story was a sassy animal.  Does anyone know what it means to be sassy?  The mouse deer was sassy because he was able to trick other animals very easily, and it made them mad.  The crocodiles get tricked more than once in this story by the mouse deer.  Let’s read to find out what happens and why the story is titled, “The Mouse Deer Escapes.”

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

How did the mouse deer trick the crocodiles the first time in the story?
Why was the mouse deer in danger?

How did he get himself out of danger?

What did the mouse deer finally realize that he needed to do in order to get a drink?

What do you think will happen next time the mouse deer asks the crocodiles to do something?

Write about how you think the crocodiles feel about the mouse deer.
