Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  Seminole Indian (2), Everglades (2) museum (8), manatee (13) 
Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart) Readers visualize using their 5 senses while they read. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point:  Readers visualize using their 5 senses while they read.  What did you see/hear/feel/ smell today on our Everglades adventure? 
· Discussion Questions:  Support your answers using details from the text.

Look at the picture on page 7.  Compare the two boats.  Which one is better for the Everglades? Why? 

What is the story mostly about? 

        Would you like to visit the Everglades? Why or why not?
