· Difficult Words/Vocabulary radiators, especially, neighborhood
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use pictures to figure out words they don’t know.
Readers think about the characters as they read. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Are you ever like Wemberly?
What did Wemberly do when she was worried? 
What are some of her worries about going to school? Did you ever worry about school?
Why do you think Mrs. Peachum introduced Jewel and Wemberly?
