Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Introduce the book.  Point out the author and absence of the illustrator.  This book is an informative non-fiction book. Look at pages 30 – 31 and read through the words before reading the text.  Talk about the other features of a non-fiction text.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:   cobalt (7),    refrigerator (8),   doughnuts (10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)
