Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Cam and her friends are about to embark on figuring out the mystery of who stole Jason’s chocolate chip cookie from his lunch box.  The mystery becomes evident at lunch time when Cam, Jason, and Eric begin eating lunch.  Jason doesn’t understand why Cam didn’t write her homework down in class.  Eric tries to explain to Jason that Cam doesn’t need to write things down, that she has a great memory.  Cam’s real name is Jennifer.  But when her friends realized how great of a memory she has, they started calling her “The Camera.” (that nickname was shortened to Cam).  Cam tries to explain how she says, “Click” when she wants to remember something, and then the mystery begins.  Let’s read to find out how Cam and her friends begin to solve the mystery of the missing cookie.

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers predict what might happen next in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

What predictions did you have as you read today?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

What kinds of things were you wondering about as you were reading today?
Let’s talk about some predictions you may have been making as you were reading today.

Why does Jason not believe that Cam has such a great memory?  What does Cam do to try to prove herself to Jason?
How did chapter 2 end?

Who do you think stole Jason’s cookie?  

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)
Make some predictions about what you think is going to happen.  Write your predictions in your journal.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Review what happened in Chapters 1 and 2.
As Cam, Jason, and Eric continue to think about what happened to Jason’s cookie, Jason starts thinking about where his lunchbox was, and what could have happened to his cookie.  He begins to accuse people in their class of stealing his lunch box.  When he’s fairly sure he knows who did it, Cam begins to realize that Jason is wrong.  But it’s too late, he’s already on his way to confront the person who he thinks stole the cookie.  Let’s read to find out what happens.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support
Readers predict what might happen next in the story.  As you are reading today, I want you to make predictions about what you are reading.  Good readers make predictions, and change those predictions as they continue to read.  While you’re reading today, I want you to stop after you read page 21, and make some predictions about what you think Cam is trying to remember.  I also want you to make some predictions after you finish reading chapter 4 (at the end of page 23).

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Talk about predictions that the students made during their reading today.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)
Who does Jason accuse of stealing his cookie?  Why does he accuse those people?
What do you think Cam was trying to remember when she said, “Click” in chapter 3?  

How do you think Annie felt when Jason came up to her and was accusing her of stealing his cookie?

Tell me about how you think Cam was able to figure out the mystery of the stolen cookie?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Has anyone ever accused you of stealing something?  Write about how that made you feel.  OR
Have you ever accused someone of stealing something?  What happened?
