Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

We are going to read a nonfiction book about cephalopods.  Does anyone know what a cephalopod is?  A cephalopod lives in the ocean, and is a unique type of ocean dwelling animal.  We’re going to read to find out what makes them unique.  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

p. 3—coral reef, snorkeling gear (get picture), p. 5-cuttlefish, p. 6-cephalopods, p. 8—octopi, nautiluses
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence or page to help them understand.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Talk with group about a student you noticed using the strategy.  Ask if anyone else used this strategy while reading…
Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence or page to help them understand.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the story

Who is telling the story?  How do you know?

What is a cephalopod?

Tell me what you learned about cephalopods?

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Talk with group about a student you noticed using the strategy.  Ask if anyone else used this strategy while reading…

Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence or page to help them understand.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the story

Make sure students are “proving” their answers

What did you learn about squid?
Tell me what you learned about octopi.

What were some interesting things you learned about nautiluses?
