Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This story is about a boy named Joe (pg. 4).  Joe is the new kid in town.  Have any of you been the new kid before?  If so, what was that like?  How did you feel?   Joe misses his old friends, but he wants to make new friends.  At the park, he notices the kids are playing roller hockey.  Joe loves to play roller hockey.  He asks if he can play with them.  A boy named Matt, says Joe can play with them if he’s a good player.  Joe tells them he’s good, but they don’t believe him, because he has cheap steel skates.  They assume Joe can’t play well, because his skates are old and cheap.  Joe tries to prove them wrong.  Read to find out what happens.

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers think about the characters as they read.  As you read chapters 1-3, think about the characters Joe and Matt.  What are you learning about them?
