	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a book about Chrysanthemum, she is going to school for the first time.  Her parents love her name and she loves it, too.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: Chrysanthemum, winsome (charming), Parcheesi, jaundiced (feeling bitter), Delphinium
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers slow down to figure out new words.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

How did Chrysanthemum feel about her name before she started going to school? After?
How did she feel after she learned that the music teacher was also named after a flower?

Did the students change their mind about Chrysanthemum’s name?

What lesson is the author trying to teach by writing this book?

· Return to Teaching Point:  When you came to difficult words, how did you figure them out?  What are some strategies that you used? (possible words from story – fascinating, miserably, envious, begrudging, trifle)
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
