Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is an expository nonfiction text that gives you information about dragonflies.  This book will focus on special features of dragonflies that helped it survive for millions of years.  Scientists have studied dragonflies to help us understand them.  How many of you have seen a dragonfly?  (Go over front flap—paragraph and anchor words—together.)
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary   (p. 13) nymph (young dragonfly)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)
Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.  As you read, use the features of the text to help you gain understanding.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story
