Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Who received the job of being the ant monitor?
-What did you predict would be in the manila envelope on page 5?

-What kind of prediction can be made about Mrs. Foxworth and the ants?

Note the author’s use of exclamatory words—eeywe, yeooooooow
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p27 curtsy, p28 Virginia reel, p28 sashayed, p31 revolve
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers predict what might happen next in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-With whom did Harry want to square dance?
Who was Miss X?

Why did Song Lee have to go to the nurse’s office?

What prediction did you make at the bottom of page 30?

Did you make a prediction of what Harry was going to do with the ice bottle?
