Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: 

Have you read any other Horrible Harry books before?  What do you know about Horrible Harry?  Why do they call him that?  As we read our first chapter today, we’re going to find out my about how Horrible Harry got his nickname.  We’re also going to meet his best friend, Doug.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Who is narrating our story?  (Doug)  How do we know?  What do we know about Doug?  Tell me how Doug and Harry met.
-Describe some of the horrible things Harry does.  (snake, tickling, cupcake, stub people, spelling)

-Why does Miss Mackle want Harry to clean the floor?  How do you thing Harry feels about this job?  What makes you think that?  What does Harry plan to do with the stub people?

-On page 8, it says Harry will “bring doom on room 2B with his stub people.”  What do you think he means by this?  What are you predicting he’s going to do?

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: 

Review yesterday’s reading.  Who is narrating our story again?  What did we learn about Doug?  Why is Horrible Harry called Horrible Harry?  What are some of the things he does that are horrible?  Yesterday we read about the stub people.  Tell me more about these.  What do you think he’s planning?  Our next chapter is called “Horrible Harry, the Stub People, and Halloween.  So the stub people are coming.  It’s also Halloween.  Knowing Harry probably wants to be scary, what do you think he might dress as for Halloween?  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p14 invasion, assistant, p17 salute handkerchief, p21 Frankenstein, p23 shivered, p24 Dracula
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Harry tried his stub people invasion three times.  How did each person he tried to scare respond?  How do you think Harry feels about his three failed attempts?  What makes you think that?
-What was Harry for Halloween?  How did Harry’s plan work? (He did scare several people.)  How did his plan not work? (He was late for school and he has to stay after school.)

-How do you think Sidney feels about harry?  What makes you think that? (p26)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

So how do you think Harry is feeling?  Our next chapter is called “Harry’s Triple Revenge.”  What do you think that means?  Why do you think they say it’s triple revenge?  Revenge on three people?  Three times the revenge?

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Let’s talk about our “triple revenge” predictions.  Were our predictions accurate?  At what point did you know you had to change your thinking?  

-On what three things did Sidney put yellow canary stickers?  How do you think Harry felt about this?  What evidence do you have in the text to support your thinking?
-How did Harry get his revenge on Sidney?  What did Harry tell Sidney he wanted to do?  Why do you think Harry told Sidney it was a slug and not just a banana?

-Did you find it unusual that Harry called Song Lee?  What do you suppose Harry and Song Lee talked about?  What do you think Harry talked with Song Lee’s mom about?  

-Why do you think Song Lee whispered this idea to Miss Mackle?

-How did Harry’s horrible idea help the class?

-How do you think Harry feels about Song Lee?

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What happened at the beginning of the story?  Why did Harry break his promise?  Why do you think Harry wanted to be partners with Song Lee?
-Why do you think Harry asked Doug to be his partner again on page 49?  How does Doug feel about this broken promise?  What evidence do we have in the text?

-What happened to Doug’s sandwich?  What was Harry’s solution?  What happened next?
-How did this chapter end?  How do we know Doug wasn’t mad at the end of the chapter?  Why do you think he wasn’t mad anymore?
