Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· This is a story about two pigs named Otto & Fritz.  One pig is neat and one pig is messy.  By looking at the title and the picture, can you tell which pig is messy?

· Look at the character names on page 2

· Picture walk through a few pages & discuss difficult words  (DO NOT SHOW pages 12 & 13)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary-  cozy (2), gobbled (16)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

· Readers think about the problem and the solution in the story.  

· As you read pay attention to Fritz & Otto's problem and how they try to solve their problem.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

· What was Fritz and Otto's problem?

· Why did Fritz think Otto had the sugar?

· How did they try to solve the problem?

· Who had the sugar?

· How did Otto save the day?  Did it have anything to do with Otto being messy?

· Return to Teaching Point (see questions)

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Tell about the things Fritz and Otto found when they cleaned the house.

Or

Write a note to mom telling her you don't need the sugar anymore.
