Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Do you know what plants eat? Have you ever heard of a plant that eats meat? Today, we will read a nonfiction book about plants that eat meat to survive. What nonfiction text features are in this book? Name some of the text features in this book. Let’s read about how plants can eat meat.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary nutrients (4) nectar (8) trigger, guard (10) bogs (18) tropics, temperatures (20)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.
Readers slow down to figure out new words.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Name the two meat eating plants in the story.
What do they eat? How do they eat it?
How do they attract their prey?
Name some of the parts of the Venus Flytrap.
Name some of the parts of the Pitcher Plant.
How long does it take a plant to eat its meal?
Where can you find these meat eating plants?
