Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Intro the book to students by discussing the cover and photographs. Have them use the title and cover to predict what the text will be about. Ask students what they know about meat eating plants and what they would like to learn about them.

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers find things that happened (effects) any why they happened (causes).


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

After Reading: (5-7 min.)
