Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Ask students what they think ….Do you have good or bad manners? What are good manners? What are bad manners? We are going to read Rhino’s Bad Manners.   Explain to students that Rhino’s Bad Manners is a narrative. Rhino is very rude to the animals in the story. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  improve 8  chances 14
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the characters as they read. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Discuss story elements. Characters, setting, problem, and solution 
Why did Rhino push the other animals? Why wouldn’t the animals let rhino get to the water hole?
