Are you familiar with the Henry and Mudge stories? In this story, we meet Henry’s cousin, Annie. Like Henry, Annie has a pet. She has a pet rabbit named Snowball. She is celebrating her birthday. She loves to dress up and look fancy on her birthday. She gets quite a surprise when she asks her guests to dress up for her birthday party.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers predict what might happen next in the story.
Readers make connections. (text to self, text to text, text to world)

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What are Annie’s favorite things to wear?
What are some of the things Henry and Annie like to do together? What do you like to do with your cousins?
Do Henry and Annie like each other’s pets?
How did Henry and his parents dress for Annie’s party? What about Mudge?
What did Annie get for her birthday?
What connections did you make while reading?
