Teaching Point: Good readers  predict what might happen next in the story. 

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Show students the cover of the book and read the title. Ask: What are the birthday candles on? How does the title of the book help you understand the picture on the cover? Do you think that children in other countries celebrate their birthdays the same way you celebrate yours? 

Encourage them to share what they and their families do to celebrate birthdays or other occasions.

Intentional Teaching Point (refer to flip chart):

Good readers predict as they read. As you read, see if you can predict how other people from other countries celebrate birthdays. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding 

and provide specific feedback.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)
