Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)


This is a book about a boy named Ira who is invited to spend the night at his friend’s house.  His friend is Reggie.  Ira has a dilemma.  He doesn’t know if he should take his teddy bear with him on the sleepover.  At the end of the first part on p. 25, Ira decided not to take his teddy bear on the sleepover.
· What did you predict would happen to Ira if he left it home?  Or, took it along?

Text Layout/Words:


*New or important words (V)    mustache (p. 28), aroomp! (onomatopoeia on p. 35)

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)   Who is telling this story?
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives
· What do we find out about Reggie?

· What surprising thing happens at the end of the story?

· Why do you think now that Reggie ignored Ira when he asked how he felt about teddy bears?

· What would you have done, if you were Ira?


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy
