-- Did you ever think that there were monsters under your bed when you were little? Well, in this story Junie B. Jones has a big problem, she is 100% certain that she has a monster under her bed. Read to see what she does to solve her problem.

Text Layout: Discuss the way that Junie B. says or pronounces certain words. The author does this to make it sound like a kindergartener talking. 
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
-- Have students make connections to Junie B. as she is dealing with the thought that a monster really does live under her bed. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.) – Chapter 1
Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

-- As you check in, ask students about what kind of connections they are making.

-- Ask: As you read, what kind of connections did you make with Junie B. and her classmates on picture day? Have you ever had a bad or a silly picture on picture day?

-- Ask: Now that Junie B. has monsters on her mind, what do you think she will try and do about it?

Writing Connection (optional): How would you describe Junie B.’s attitude? Use a clue from the text to support your answer.

During Reading: (10-15 min.) – Chapter 2
Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

-- As you check in, ask students about what kind of connections they are making.

-- Ask: What did Grandma mean when she said that she is at the “end of her rope?”
-- Ask: By the way that Junie B. is asking everyone about a monster being under her bed, do you think she believes in monsters or not?

Writing Connection (optional): Write a letter to Junie B. convincing her that monsters aren’t real.

-- Ask: Once again Junie B. listens to her friends, but this time she thinks that she has found an answer to her problems! Why did Grandma get frustrated by Junie B.’s plan? 

-- Ask: What is a trash compactor and why didn’t Junie B.’s house have one?

-- Ask: What will Junie B. think now that the monster has been compacted by the car?

Writing Connection (optional): Write the steps that Junie B. might list as steps for getting rid of a monster under your bed.

(Suggestion: 1. Suck up the monster with the vacuum. 2. Take the trash bag out. Etc…

-- Ask: Junie B.’s pictures turned out poorly…have you ever experienced something embarrassing like that?
-- Ask: How did the author make an embarrassing moment into a funny moment? (When Junie B. Jones was able to use her pictures to scare the monster)

-- Ask: How did Junie B. use creativity or problem-solving to end her problem?

Writing Connection (optional): 

Write about a moment in the story when you were able to connect with Junie B. or one of her classmates.
