During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can listen to individual students read part of the story.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

Tell me about the problem and the solution in the story.

What lesson might the author be trying to teach?

Why is Jeff worried?

During the kayak trip, what happens?

How do Tim’s parents decide to help?

What do Tim and Jeff do when they get to the shore?

Tell me about how the story ends.
