Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

This is a story about a few children who were bothered by things that weren’t being taken care of in our environment. They were worried about things getting too dirty and had ideas about something they could do to get people to help them clean things up. Let’s look at the pictures to see if we can tell what this story will include. What do you notice on p.9? Why do you think a child might be upset about that? Look at p. 11. What does that sign say? What is happening on p. 13? Don’t look any further. Tell me what you think might happen now. Have you ever helped do cleanup outside somewhere? Do you know of anyone who has helped to clean up?

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy:

Readers think about (infer) what lesson the author may be trying to teach them.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What was the book MOSTLY about, the MOST important idea (main idea)? What do you think has happened to the environment since these clubs were started? Do you think it has mattered? Remember the girl who had the letter to the president printed on large signs (p. 11), why do you think she did that? Can you think of anything that you might be able to do to help clean up the environment in our area?

Assignment: If you were going to write a letter to the president about cleaning up our area, what would you write?

Or: make a poster to tell people in your area about recycling, what would you put on it?
