Teaching Point: _Readers think about (infer) the problem and the solution in the story_               Day 1 pg. 2-13

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Have you ever thought you were so good at something until, one day, someone told you differently?  How did you feel?

This story is about a prince and princess that love to sing and dance.  They do not realize how terrible they actually are!  Do they continue to sing and dance or does someone speak up?  
Words/Text Layout:
· New or important words (V) dreadful (4)  glared (7)
· Unusual aspect of text layout (V) big and bold (4, 6, 12) 
Intentional Teaching Point (refer to flip chart): As you are reading today, you will learn what the problem is. I want you to think about how the problem will be solved when we pick up reading tomorrow

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding 

and provide specific feedback.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)

· Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What is/are the problem(s) that we read about in today’s section? (Princess Melody can’t sing, & Prince Dance-a-Lot can’t dance).  How do you think the problem will be solved?  
· Discussion Questions
What was Princess Melody’s favorite thing to do?  Was she good at it?

What did the servants do so they did not have to listen to the princess?

Was Prince Dance-a-Lot brave?  What did his servants say about him?

Instead of looking for a monster, what did the prince do?

Why did the servants beg the princess not to sing?

What did the prince and princess learn about each other at the end of today’s reading?

Writing Connection:
How do you think the prince and princess will do to solve the problem they just discovered?  What makes you think this?

Teaching Point: _Readers think about how a character changes throughout the story_           Day 2 pg. 14-end


Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Yesterday we started reading about Princess Melody and Prince Dance-a-Lot.  What was the problem we read about?  How did you think they would solve the problem?  Read your journals to each other.  

Today we will read how the story ends and see if the prince and princess love happily ever after.  

Words/Text Layout:
· New or important words (V) spluttery sparkly (16) bumbly rumbly (17)

· Unusual aspect of text layout (V) Until…(15, 17, 19, 20, 24) We saw this in yesterday’s reading now, I want to think about how your voice should sound when you read this.  
Intentional Teaching Point (refer to flip chart): Yesterday we read about Princess Melody and Prince Dance-a-Lot and the problem they had.  I want you to think about how they chance in the story today.  Does the change help them solve the problem?  

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding 

and provide specific feedback.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)

· Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

How did the prince and princess change in our reading today?  Did it help to solve their problem?  
· Discussion Questions

How did the princess feel when the prince described her singing?
How did the prince feel when the princess described his dancing?

Why do you think they both started laughing on page 16?

Why did the servants crept back in?

How did the change in their attitude change them?  


Writing Connection:
What do you think would happen if the story continued?  How will the prince do with roller skating and the princess do with the trumpet?  What makes you think this?
