Annie wakes up Jack. In a rainstorm they head they head to the tree house. There is a dog in the corner with a note from Morgan. There are clues to help the dog.

Look on page 9. What feelings does the picture of the dog evoke for you?

Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V) poncho (p. 4 – illustration on p. 8), unsinkable (12)


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) prologue – to understand the series if you have never read them before

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers ask questions before, during, and after they read.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives

In Magic Tree House books, Jack and Annie always go on some adventure. This time they discover their tree house is between two smokestacks. Annie climbs out a window and discovered that they are on the RMS Titanic.

Notice that on page 11 the note is in a different font. It lets you know that it is written by someone other than the person telling the story.

*New or important words (V) cloak (14), looming(17), RMS (20) Royal Mail Ship


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) “Arf! Arf!” in italics (14 & 20) 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers ask questions before, during, and after they read.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers predict what might happen next in the story.

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) Titanic – italics used for a different purpose; page 27 – writing in print of a kid

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers visual as they read – noticing sounds and smells as well as what they see in their minds.

Readers visual as they read – noticing sounds and smells as well as what they see in their minds.

Readers visual as they read – noticing sounds and smells as well as what they see in their minds.
