If necessary, this book may be broken up into 2 days.  Do all of the ‘Before Reading’ activities and read the first couple of pages, then you can do some writing based upon the suggested teaching point.


Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 *Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Do you know where milk comes from?  This book is called About Milk.  It’s going to give us all kinds of information about milk, like where it comes from and how it is made.  Let’s look at the glossary, to look at some words that are going to be in our reading today that you might not know.  (Discuss these words: absorbed, digest, packaging, and suction cups).  

Text Layout/Words:


*New or important words (V)  paddock (p. 3)—another word for pasture, or a grassy area where cows eat      weaned (p. 5)—a time when humans try to stop the calves from drinking milk from the mom because it’s time for them to eat grass and hay 


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)  Sometimes there are words in books or in stories that are not in the glossary, because the definition of that word is somewhere on the page you are reading.  For example, let’s look on page 6.  This page is talking about the cow’s stomach and how it has four parts.  The first part of the stomach is called the rumen.  See how the pronunciation follows the word.  What is in parentheses here tells us how to say that word, and the definition is also on this page.  Look at similar words on page 6 (reticulum) page 8 (omasum, abomasums), page 16 (pasteurization, homogenization).  Talk about these words and what they mean, look for the definition near the word.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

**Do I know something about this topic?  What do I think I will learn from this text?  


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can listen to individual students read part of the story.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy
