Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

This is a story is a personal recount by a boy named Lucas. Lucas tells us about his experience in an extreme race, he has mild cerebral palsy so it is a little more difficult for him to control his arms and legs. Let’s take a picture walk and see what kinds of activities Lucas will have to complete for the extreme race.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

-Readers use the illustrations to help them understand the text.

-Readers make connections. (Text to self, text to text, text to world)


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

-What happed to Lucas throughout the race?

-How did he get hurt?

-Why was it important for him to finish the race?
